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LUVLE Archiving 2009
This year we have changed that way LUVLE archives the previous year’s LUVLE spaces. Students in 2010/2011 will be able to see their previous year’s LUVLE spaces (starting 2009/2010).
We have made this change under supervision of the LTA to enhance student experience, and bring ourselves more in line with other HEIs nationwide.
In the past, LUVLE spaces have been ‘recycled’, and used again from the same URL. This involves deleting discussions and coursework submissions, a process which has to be done in LTG.
This means that a new set of LUVLE spaces have been created this year, following a new structure in the URL to include …./09-10/…. in the URL.
Students this year can only link to their current LUVLE spaces. They do not have access directly to their 08-09 LUVLE spaces (through the MyModules page and the LUVLE homepage).
As LUVLE is a tool which can support multiple types of pedagogy, we understand that this type of change requires consultation from departments, to ascertain exactly where there will be problems. 
To this effect, the entire academic year (2009/2010) is a period where departments can get in touch with LTG to discuss the new archiving procedure further to see how it may impact on the teaching.
If you are concerned that students may be able to access their 08-09 LUVLE spaces through bookmarks, or internet history, then you can access your 08-09 LUVLE spaces and hide (archive) the materials.
For the 09-10 year, if you are posting something that you wish to be visible for the current year only, we advise that you use ‘display by date’, and choose an appropriate end date. This will ensure that the material is not visible after that date.
Instructions for archiving within (08-09) LUVLE spaces

Scroll down the page and select ‘Archive Selected’. 
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A [image: ] will appear next to items which are now archived within the LUVLE space. This means they are invisible to students.
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
