The use of animals in scientific experimentation is a practice that is strongly adhered to by some people and fervently criticised by other people. The differences of opinion may be based upon a difference in moral values and/or upon a difference in their belief of the scientific justification of the practice. Some of those who argue against the use of animals in scientific experimentation from an ethical perspective also argue that there is a problem in making cross-species inferences; a problem that undermines the scientific justification of the practice. Therefore, in making a critique of the practice, one has to investigate not only the different moral values, but also the claims that are being made about the difficulty in making cross-species inferences. In making such a critique, one finds that one is ultimately dealing with relationships – but not necessarily with the same relationships. 
In this paper, I hope to clarify which relationships are the relevant relationships and to discuss the nature of those relationships. In addition, there is some discussion about the possibility of there being a better relationship between moral values and scientific rigour.
