Old and Proposed New IGALA Bylaws: a Summary of Differences

The structure of the Bylaws is the same, i.e. 16 ‘Articles’ with the same names. However, the proposed new Bylaws have been updated to take account of the Gender and Language journal. In addition, in the new Bylaws:
(1) The ‘Purposes’ of IGALA (Article II) have been developed and expanded.
(2) The Executive now includes a ‘Webweaver’.
(3) The Executive will now also include 5-8 Advisory Council members (who will need to be elected, given and following approval of these Bylaws (see Article VIII, 1, in the new Bylaws). Rather than individual members having specific representational roles, it is envisaged that the AC as a whole will represent key areas of gender and language research (in particular sexuality) and a range of countries with a range of dominant and minority languages. The Advisory Council members will meet with the Executive committee (rather than electing representatives to do so, and meeting separately themselves).
(4) IGALA may co-host Conferences and meetings with other organisations with the agreement of the Executive.
(5) The President-elect/Vice President will chair the Nominations Committee (e.g. in the first instance, for the new Advisory Council).
(6) Income from fees will be held securely by Equinox publishers

There are further, minor changes which you can of course read for yourself.
