BYE-LAW 36
Poster Code
B36.1
No poster shall use offensive language, or attach named individuals or groups in the University.

B36.2
No poster shall break Union policy (ie it may not be sexist, racist, homophobic etc).

B36.3
Poster advertising specific events must be endorsed with the date of posting.  This date must be visible and at least 2cm high.

B36.4
All posters may stay up for a maximum of one week after the date of the event or the marked date of posting.

B36.5
It is the responsibility of the group advertising to remove posters that have expired.

B36.6
Postering may be located as follows:


i)
Athletic Union and AU clubs shall use the AU designated noticeboards


ii)
Affiliated clubs and societies, other than AU shall use the societies’ noticeboards


iii)
The blackboards and the pillars on the north and south spines and Alexandra Square shall be available for any use, but only two posters per event in any one location shall be permitted


iv)
College quads used by JCRs/SCRs may give permission for other users.

B36.7
Any group wishing to poster in designated areas may remove posters that have expired under rule B36.5.

B36.8
In the event of any group postering over or removing posters that have not expired, a complaint should be made to the Athletic Union President, Societies Officer or Union General Secretary who will then investigate the matter further.  These officials may remove any offending poster or authorise any other person to do so.

B36.9
Offenders will be warned a maximum of three times, whereafter they will be fined £5.00 per every offending poster.  A proportion of the fine will be given to the innocent party as compensation.  The Sports & Societies Co-ordinator will keep a record of complaints.
