A Quick Guide to Performance Venues Available to LUTG
Nuffield Theatre

The Nuffield theatre is a large studio theatre space located at the north end of campus. In normal set-up the theatre holds around 250 people and has a large stage with pit. The theatre can be arranged in almost every theatre style possible, from proscenium arch, in-the-round or even promenade. The venue is popular for students but generally costs quite a bit to hire and build the sets. However, the space can cope with very complex sets.

Gregson Centre

The Gregson center is a small community center with a hall which can hold around 90 seats in normal set up. In this venue there is an overhead rig on which lights can be hung although it is more common to use the LUTG lighting rig on tripods. The venue also has a bar for those interval drinks. 
St Pauls Church Halls

This is simply a church hall. It is much larger than the Gregson centre but is similar in relative dimensions. LUTG has only ever used this venue once, but to great effect. The venue is located on greaves road halfway between the University and Lancaster Center.

St Thomas’s Church

This is an actual working church which is available for hire for public events such as LUTG shows. The acoustics aren’t great but it’s a really nice and interesting space to work in. The church is located almost opposite keystones in Lancaster City Center.

The Brandrigg Room

This is a brand new function room located in the ‘Barkers House Farm’ complex in new Cartmel college in Alexandra park (new residences on south-west campus). The room is a very reasonable space which is easily accessible to students. It has adequate power supplies and the cartmel bar is directly outside.
The Grand Theatre

Very large professional theatre located in Lancaster city center. It has a proper proscenium arch and red velvet curtain but the stage isn’t very wide. It has the facility to fly in cloths and scenery. Seats approximately 400 and has its own box office. Expensive to hire so rest of the budget needs to be fairly low.

Big impressive space on campus but might be too big to do anything well in it. More suitable for concerts etc.

Often used for minor performances or rehearsals, has limited power sockets and a horrible orange curtain all the way round. Otherwise, pretty reasonable small space.
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
