 Proposed Assessment Criteria for Tutors 

Each band of grades is accompanied by two sets of descriptors:

the upper one is for the Diary pages themselves

the lower one is for the Report.
16,15,14
Full, account of the development of cultural and linguistic understanding based on concrete examples, from an individual perspective.  Has analysed own language learning needs, set and achieved realistic goals.  Has identified and successfully applied a range of appropriate personal learning strategies.  Abundant evidence of effective self-organisation and time-management.


Report offers a systematic retrospective analysis of the information contained in the diary pages.  Coherent, convincing, reflective.

13,12,11
A range of cultural and linguistic insights, based on concrete examples, though individual development or depth of reflection is evident only in part.  Some analysis of own language learning needs.  Has set and partially achieved language learning goals, which were mostly realistic.  Has identified personal learning strategies, mostly appropriate and successfully applied.  Some evidence of effective self-organisation and time-management.


Report repeatedly highlights the significance of much of the information contained in the diary pages. Contains a substantial reflective element.

10,9,8
Some individual understanding of cultural difference and some linguistic awareness, though the account is mainly anecdotal and with a tendency to generalisation and stereotype.  Lacks reflective depth, or any sense of personal progression.  Little analysis or self-awareness in language learning.  Mostly descriptions of learning activity or lists of newly learnt items.  Some attempt at organisation and time-management, but not wholly appropriate, or successful.


Report deals with some of the information contained in the diary pages, producing occasional insights but is insufficiently systematic, or lacks overall coherence/reflective depth.

7,6,5
Awareness but little real understanding of cultural difference. Evidence restricted to a few - almost wholly stereotypical - anecdotes. Little linguistic awareness.  In language learning, no analysis of learning process,  some (brief or basic) description of learning activities undertaken, but no obvious correlation between goals set and learning strategies applied.  Little evidence of self-organisation or time-management.


Report largely repeats or recycles the contents of the diary pages; OR: Report draws few insights from the contents of the diary pages.

4
Bare minimum. Most diary pages completed, but often perfunctorily.  Very little awareness/no positive understanding of cultural difference.  Some evidence of language learning activity, but no insight or analysis is apparent.  No evidence of self-organisation or time-management.


Report is the bare minimum/lacks any systematic relationship with the contents of the diary pages, or is simple an incomplete/inaccurate recycling of them.  No evidence of reflection.

3,2,1
Diary largely uncompleted.  Account of cultural difference is either absent or purely derogatory.  Offers some lists of language items learnt, but no insight into the learning process or independent study and self-management skills.


Report is unsatisfactory or incomplete.  No meaningful relationship with the contents of the diary pages.  No serious attempt to draw significance from the experiences recounted in the diary.
